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PEEFACE

In my Introduction to the S&mavidhdna BrEhmanaz I have
announced my plan of bringing oul the critical editions of the
Simabrihmacas which are not available and also my intention to
edit the S&man technical texts. While there have becn editions
of Simabrihmanas in Roman script and Devandgari brought out
by the Western and Indian Vedists, the wvast Siman technical
litcrature alome has so far remained wotterly neglected, with no
slandard edition of any Laksana-Granthas. A notable exception
to this iz perhaps the Puspasitira that was brought out by Richard
Simon in 1908, with text in Roman seript and with a very learned
introduction and German translation. This cdition stands as a
monument of infallible German Scholarship of Siman technical
literature. He has also, of course, published the Paficavidha-
sfitra, & minor work in this field, with German translation, But
these works have long gone out of print. I intend bringing out
all  important Sdmalakgand-granthas, so far puoblished or

unpublished, in due course, in the Kendriva Sanskrit Vidyapeetha
series one by one.

The Samavedirseyadipa is an important and rare work in this
field and it 18 now being made available in print for the first time.
The work constitutes a systematic record of the metres, delties
and rsis of the reiis and ginas of the SAmaveda. This is an
anukramant type of work of Simaveda and a very useful reference
work for a chandoga and a researcher. But it concludes, like
Arseya Briihmana, with Aranyaka.

Im this edition, I have arranged the text in such a way that it
should be easier for any one to locate & verse or gina inthe
Samhitl or Gianagranths where one ean find out the fuller text of
any given verse or gina. The Appendices, A and B add further
te the reference value of this edition. The Appendix-A lists the
names of melodies, Graimageya and Aragyaka, in one alphabetical
order with reference to the basic verses or yonimantras and to the
rsis, and Appendix-B provides the list of rsiz of the reas and
ganas recorded in the work.
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The present edition is based on 4 manuscripts,-3 from the
Manuscripts Libraries and one supplied by Shri R. Santanam
Sastrigal. Ever since I made my intention of bringing out the
editions of Siman literature known to the learoed public I have
been getting all necessary co-operation and encouragement from
the Manuscripts Libraries, Rescarch Institutes and Samavedins.
I have, therefore, 2 great pleasure in expressing my gratitude to
them all. Lastly I have also to express my sincere appreciation
aof the good work done by the Bharati Vijayam Press, Madras,
in printing this work.

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INTRODUCTION

The Work,

Simavedarseyadipa, as the (itle indicates, deals with the
rjis of the Samans melodized on the yonimantra of the Simaveda.
The author, Bhatta-Bhiiskara-Adhvarin, in the introduction to his
works stresses the obligation, rather mandatary, on the part of a
chandoga of knowing the name of the r§i, the metre and the
deity of the redis us well as of the simans sung by him. He quotes
in support of this obligation, the famous passage from the Arseva
Brahmana where also, it is said that the passage is @ quotation
from a Brahmava, This quotation is probably from 2 much older
work universally accepted as ang authority by the Vedists,—chandao-
gas and others. According lo this, one who is ignorant of pai,
chandas and devatd of a mantra that one employs in a sacrifice or
that one teaches to his disciples, will face dire Consequences-

there that all his performances as a sacrificial priest or as a Vedic
teacher will bear him no froit, —namm=rer seaify w3,

The author, moreover, guoting the Nid ang-siitra, says that whils

rgis of the sBmans for ready reference is of course called for.
This need the author professes to fulfill in the Samavedarseyadipa
(SAD),

The Author then informs us that generally Agni for Agneya,
Indra for Aindra and Soma for PAvamina are the deities; but when-
ever there are exceptions to this general rule, he assures us that
he would expressly mention them in such places. Ha, thersalter,
cites the metres of the verses chapierwise in the above three
parvans as arranged in the Sarhbita, As for the Arapyaka there
isno one common deity and no ore common metre for the
anuvakas, Therefore, while mentioning the rgis of the re#is and
sgmans, the metre and the deity are also to be recorded in the
Aragyaka scction. This became necessary because while the
Gramegeys part of the simans, strictly follows the order of the

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verses a5 they are found in the S&ma Veda Samhita, the Aramp-
yaka, though draws on larger number of verses from the Aranyaka
parvan, never follows the verse order of the Sambitd. Further
here the verses from the previous parvans viz., Aindra, Agneya and
Pavamina are also taken to be melodized. Therefore, it has
become necessary to mention the metre, the deity and the rii of
cach verse heforé the respective r5is ete,, of the melodics pre
stated.

The parvans are divided first into adhydyas and then into
khandas. This is confinued upto the end of the PiavamBna
parvan. But after this suddenly the author resorts to the anuvika
division. We have, however, stuck to the khanda division
throughoul in crder to conform to uniformity.

Whenever the deity of a rca differed from the common deity
that belonged to the whele hymn, it is pointed cut in proper
places in the work- But this reference in many places is not given
in the right sequence, Often the name of the deity of a rci when
it differed, is given alter attesting the rsiof a gina melodized on
p particolar ei. Thisis not comect. All the data regarding a
o4 should come in one place and in its normal seguence. We
'Ir'_'|a1.r|:.| therefore, brought all these informations in tight sequence
in one place regardless of how it ocours in some biss. We have,
thus attempted to maintain the uniformity of statement through-

out.

There are evidence to believe that the SAD does mnot exclu-
sively follow the kauthuma recenzion. This causes sometimes
confusion and even leads to wIcng conclusion. For instance (1)
in the Kauthuma recension the gina based on @F: 940 (5%, 20)
is called Z=sd fo=m and the st thereof Indra. But according to
Juiminiya recension this siman is known as sayoni (svayoniin
gAL) and the 51 thercof Kashyapa. The SAD here follows the

Jaiminiya recension.

{2) The ganas melodized on =gnw T2y, (SV. 43%) are known
us shlokas in Svadhydys mMandala Edition (Sm) while they are
known as shlokanusnlokas in gAD. The Sm cites only two
ghnas but gAD three, based on ihis verse. sm zlso cites two
apushlokas but they ars based on two subsequent verses, viz,
440 and d41-one on sach. The SAD clearly follows the Jaiminiya
recension in which three ganas by name of shlokBnushloka

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are cited on mgne F75A. Again the gina based on =1 a7fg is known

as maruta in both the SAD and the Jaiminiya, whercas in Sm it is
said to be vicah sAman.

(3} The sina based on sprges (SV. 4400 is known as shloka

in SAD and anushloka in Sm. But the Jaiminlya differes wilh
the SAD in this respect.

{4) All the three simans melodized on g=r 933 (5V. 330)
are known as somasimans in SAD whereas in Sm only the firsy
and the third are called somasimans and the second svahprstham
ahgirasam. But in SAD the siman named svahprstham angirasam
is based on gar: @i (SV. 519). Here again the Sm calls the
melody based on this verse as somasaman.

{5} In some places the SAD differs from both Jaiminfya and
Kauthuma in respeect of rsi of reds. For example the 151 of
rat e (SY. 350) iz Fegifirst migern: in Sme but in SAD it is
tirasheih. Here as well as in some more other places SAD follows
the Rgveda. Again the rsi of the verse =3t =7 ($V. 300) is
Vilakhilyas but Sm gives here a different name. In a few places
the rsi of the gina also differs, for instance the first of the five
ganas alse based on & 9t gwrm (SV. 236) i5 known as nivika and
the rsi thergof is prajipati both in 8m and Taiminiya. But in SAD
the rsi thercof as ndvika. Again the rsi of the second gina i. e.
Ebhivarta is Prajiipati in both SAD and Jaiminiya. But Sm hers
differs. It says it iz Abhivarta.

130) is
Prajipati and the gina is designated as micfpdig  afler the
nidhana of aFefgmr:, But the SAD cites the name of the rsi who
compased the ginas as Sutadirayistha. There arc instances in the
SY were the rzis are known by some phrase ocourring in the verses
themsetves s Tor instance the rgi of S8 7% (8V. 462), as also of
gina melodized thereon, is named as Eyavayimarut (&teeya).
Similarly the rsi of the gina melodized on aor aa=r (SV. 500)
is called Taranta or Taratsamanta. These are actually not the real

pames but the names acquired later by the rsis whe composed
these verses Of gENas:

7. According to the SAD the rsiof the J0th hymn (verses
437-446) of Chapter IV in Aindra parvan is Vaimadeva whercas
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aceording to Sm it iz Trasadasyu. Similarly SAD cites Rudra as
the deity of the verse g &t gz (5V. 462y while 3m cites Marut.

8. The SAD says that the verse g @m (SV. 1010 was
taken from the Pivamana- T TIATATEEAT | (. 16. L. T; but it

does not seem to be right. In Sm this verse is found only in
the Agneya parvan and not at all in the PivamBna.

We have referred to these differences of opinion in respect of
rsis and deities as found in Smand SAD in the foot-notes as also
in the Appendix-A. All these facts go In favour of the opinion
that the SAD does not exclusively follow any one recension of the
8V. The SAD differs with Sm, in many places, so does it with
Jaiminfya. These points are discussed in the Critical MNotes in
relevant places, Mavbe, it was following a different recenzion
and this becomes evident from the introductory verse smggies-

[ 1 agsTE: 1. Unfortunately no available Mss help
us any way to fill up the gap.

The SAD does not normally give the alternative names of the
ginas nor does it give any detailed information about the arrange-
ment, composition ete., of the simans. It is & simple, metho-
dical and orderly record of the rsis of the rcés and pBnas. It
also records, wherever it is warranted, the metre and the deity.
It should be noted hers that the rsi of a rcd and sdman often
differs but not the metre and deity. Therefore, for each verze
and the gina melodized thereon the names of the rsis are expres-
sly mentioned. As regards the meatre and the deily in Grimageya
itis normally said at the beginning of a khanda or a set of
khandas which have common deity and a metre. When this is
not the case, the deity and the metre are mentioned after such
yerse. But since the Aranyakagina does not select the verses in
the serial order from the Samhbitd each verse may have different
deity and the metre. Therefore, the deity, the metre, and the rsi
1-;|f each verseis stated separately and as for gdna the rsionly.
Here since the metre and the deity of the verse and the gina based
thereon do not differ, they are not repeated but it is said there
saegss Ay, However, if the deity differs for both it is expressly
stated. As regards staubhikagina the question of metre does not
arige since the stobhas often constitute only phrases or sentences
sung in different musical notes. Therefore, only the rsiand the
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deity are mentioned. The SAD in this connection clearly says
BNV S

The SAD does not normally obzerve the abhinihita-sandhi or
pirvardpa-sandni and in this respeet it follows the Vedic
grammur. We have also the sandhi like #agT snfjra: (p. 26. L. 12
vide CN] in this work. This kind of sandhi is not warranted in
clasgical literature. But we find it used in SSman literature here
and there. (Vide g=.%0r smofmfir: Sm. p. 10, under sixth dashati).
Again the SAD reads zagfiy (Sm. 383, p. 55. L. 10) spelt with
glide g instend &7 arfiy.  Though the glide :[_:mn:l T after ganda
followed by a vowel iz heard in pronunciation, they are not
normally spelt in writing. This is the reason why this glide is
technically called yashruti or wvashruti in Pratishikhya. The
grammarians like Vyidi and GBlava have recognised and also
agcepted this spelling in such voealie junctures and for writing as
well,

The SAD gives sometimes more information that is not
recorded in Sm. Forinstance the SAD gives the exact name of
the dvipadd metres for each verse in the [0th khanda of fourth
chapler in the Aindra-parvan. But the Sm cites dvipada-virdt as
the metre for all the 10 verses in this Khauda which is not correct.

Arrangement

I. Grama-GGeya-ganag :

In the Gramageys the verses are piven the serial number in
Brackets immediately after the pratika, This will enable ws to
know the total number of verses in the respeciive khandas,

At the end of cach paragraph the continuous serial number of
tne Grima-geya-ginas is given in brackets. If there are more
than one gina on 4 yonimantra that is also indicated in the
brackets. The number marked with two dandas on both sides
at the conclusion aof the paragraphs indicates the serial number of
the verses as found in the SEma-samhitd. Thus one can under-
stand at a glance the total number of verses melodized in each
khanda, the running serial number of ginas in the Grimageya as
also ‘the serial number of the relevant verses in the Sarhiti.
With the help of this device one can easily locate 3 gina ora
verse in the Ganagrantha or the Samhitd of the Simayeda.
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2. Arapyakagana:

The Arapyaks-ginas are”based on the verses mostly taken
from the Aranyaka-parvan of the Parvareikn of the Simaveda. Yet
there are a good number of pinas in this section which are solely
batsd on the verses taken from the previous threc parvans Viz.
Agneya, Aindra and PavamBna. While in Gramageyn the ganas
stpictly follow the numeérical scquences of the verses as arranged
o the Bama-samhits. in the Arapyaka the pinas utterly neglect
this sequence. Further 1he same verses sometimes form the basis
i,e., the yonimantras for several differcnt giinas widely geparated,
Apain there are several pinas which are not at all based on a verse
but on what is known as a stobha. Therefore, the Aragyaka conld
aot follow the verse sequence as found in the Samhitd for its
arrangement of the melodies.

In this division the paragraphs in eoch khanda are assigned
with separate serial numbers. The versés on which the ginas are
melodized are given their location number in SV. And lastly the
ginas are assigned with the confinutus serial numbers. At the
conclusion of cach paragraph upto that point the total number of
verses, on which the ginas have been melodized is given in
between the two dandas on each side. The special feature of the
Aranyakagina is this (—here all the ganas are not necessarily based
on the yerscs: there are ginas based entirely om what is known
as stobhas, words and phrases—coined or composed for this
purpose. Such ginas are known @as dapcam SEma Or mors
popularly as siaubiiiam gdmam and are endowed with supreme
potency of spiritual and magical power. The stobhas too are
given separate prograssive numbers after the total number of the
verse marked with+. This will indicate at each stage the total
numhber of verses and stobhas which have formed the basic
maniras, whether reiis or stobhas, for the elaboration of the

Aranyakasimans.

Thus one can, at a glance, leamn the total number of verses as
also ganas in cach knanda, ad hydya, parvan etc., in the Grimageyd
and in the cage of Aranyaka the total pumber verses and stobhas
in the khandas and at last in the whole parvan.

The Anthor

The author Bhaita-Bhiskara-Adhvarin as we understand from
the introductory Yerses, betonged to Kashyapa-gorra,  Apart from
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this nothing is known about him so far. There were several Vedic
authors by nime BhBskara, but we have no evidences to identify
our author with any one of them,

There are only four introductory versés in all the Mss with
common crrors and gaps, I is evident that there must have been
EOme moré Yerses since the expressions in these werfes are not
continuous and the sentences are not complete. We are thus
deprived of whatever little information we could have had about
the author from the introdoctory werscs. He refers to the
Pratihfra and Arseyakalpa s0tras, which have been commented
on by Varadarfja of the Kaushika gotra. The transcript kept in
the India Office Library was made oul of 4 manuscript dated
C. 1600, This would show {hat the author lived prior to the
17th centory.
