The undersigned is directed to forward herewith a copy of an OM No8-
2/CSU/Acd/Misc/20233/532 dated 28.05.2025 received from Central Sanskrit University, Delhi
with a request to provide UDISE (Unified District Information System for Education) Code to
enable the Schools affiliated wth them to avail the benefits under this.

Z Central Sanskrit University (formerly Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan) was established by
the Govt. of India on 15"October, 1970 to promote, propagate and preservation of Sanskrit
Learning, Teaching and Research throughout the country. The Govt. of India accorded it the
status of Deemed to be University w.e.f 07"May, 2002, vide their notification No. 9-28/2000-U.3
dated 07.05.2002. Later, it has been evolved as Central University with the passage of Central
Sanskrit Universities Act, 2020 by the Parliament of India, with effect from 30.04.2020

3. Due to lack of separate Board for Sanskrit education at school level, the Govt. of India,
inter alia, assigned the erstwhile Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan (now Central Sanskrit University)
with the task to cater to the needs of Sanskrit School Education.

4. In this regard, it is to inform that Government of India has approved the examinations
conducted by the Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan, New Delhi (now Central Sanskrit University, New
Delhi) and recognized as equivalent to various educational qualifications in the general
educational set up as indicated against each, for purposes of employment under the Central
Government, vide DoP&T'sOM No.6/12/71/Estt(D) dated 18" July, 1972.Subsequently, it was
reiterated by the Ministry through its letter No.1-28/2013-Skt.II dated 15%/22™, October, 2013
that certificates/degrees awarded by Rastriya Sanskrit Sansthan, Delhi are equivalent to the
modern certificates/ degrees awarded by other Universities/ Boards/ Examining Bodies situated
in the country. Further, UGC, vide notification dated 05.07.2014, has recognized the Sanskrit
degrees indicating therein the level, minimum duration of study and Entry qualification. Central
Board of Secondary Examination (CBSE) vide their letter dated 03.03.2009 conveyed to
Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan (now Central Sanskrit University) that the examinations conducted
by the Sansthan stands recognized after soliciting the confirmation from the Association of
Indian Universities, Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan” (presently Central Sanskrit University) is also a
Member of Council of Boards of School Education in India (CoBSE) (at S.No.51). The CSU Act,
2020 also allows the Central Sanskrit University Act 2020 to look after the needs of Sanskrit
School Education as before.

5. In spite of the notifications/order issued, it is found that the affiliated institutions from
CSU are facing difficulties in obtaining UDISE codes (11-digit unique identifier), from their
respective District Offices of the School Board of Education. The Central Sanskrit University
therefore feels that the District offices of School Board of Education in all States/UTs, perhaps
due to lack of information about their university do not allow their affiliated schools/institutions
to apply to the district offices of the School Boards of Education for inclusion in the UDISE+
portal. CSU was informed that the district officials do not have information from the concerned
authorities about our university thereby preventing to obtain UDISE (Unified District Information



System for Education) codes by their 159 affiliated schools (list enclosed) located in various
districts/states across India. These schools offer education at different levels: Prathama (Classes
6-8), Poorva Madhyama (Classes 9-10), and Uttarmadayama/Prak Shastri (Classes 11-12), as
part of our Sanskrit language and literature program.As such, UDISE code is essential for CSU’s
affiliated schools to access various benefits and implement numerous educational reforms under
the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020.

6. CSU has informed that according to district officials, they do not have information from
the concerned authorities about the university. This prevents the obtaining of UDISE (Unified
District Information System for Education) codes by University’s 159 affiliated schools (list
attached) which are located in various districts and states across India. These schools offer
education at different levels: Prathama (Classes 6-8), Poorva Madhyama (Classes 9-10), and
Uttar Madayama/Prak Shastri (Classes 11-12), as part of University’s r Sanskrit language and
literature program. As the UDISE code is essential for CSU, Delhi’s affiliated schools to access
various benefits and implement numerous educational reforms under the National Education
Policy (NEP) 2020.

y 5 It is understood that Department of School Education and Literacy allots a unique code
number to each school spread across the country which will enable for the smooth transfer of
students from one school to another school located in any place. As the schools are affiliated
with CSU and it is authorized by several orders of Government to look after the needs of
Sanskrit School Education, CSU has requested to allow its affiliated schools to get the UIDSE
registration.

8. In light of the above, it is requested to consider the request of Central Sanskrit
University, Delhi for providing the UDISE Code Number to all affiliated schools under the
University located under various District offices of School Board of Education in all States/UTs.
