These foundational statements of Ayurveda place @rogya (holistic health) at the very centre
of human life and well-being. Ayurveda is therefore not merely a system of medicine, but a
comprehensive knowledge tradition concerned with the physical, mental, ethical, and spiritual
dimensions of life.

The traditional Gurukula system emerged precisely to transmit such integral knowledge in
its fullest form. Through disciplined living, close association with the Guru, continuous practice,
and immersion in $§astric learning, the Gurukula nurtures health not only as freedom from disease,
but as balanced living aligned with Dharma.

An Ayurveda Gurukulam is thus a residential, tradition-oriented institution dedicated to the
systematic study and practice of Ayurveda through the Gurukula mode of education. Rooted in the
classical understanding that health is the foundation of all human pursuits, the Gurukula
framework integrates learning, conduct, daily routine, and values into a single continuum of
education.

Learning in an Ayurveda Gurukulam is immersive and holistic, characterised by:

« Close and continuous interaction between Guru and Sisya
o Sanskrit-based engagement with classical Ayurvedic texts
e Practical observation and application of principles

o Emphasis on discipline, conduct, and character formation

Unlike conventional college-based models, the Gurukula system prioritises mentorship,
continuity of learning, and lived experience as core pedagogical principles, thereby preserving the
authentic spirit of Ayurveda education while engaging with contemporary academic frameworks.

2. Vision and Objectives

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3. Regulatory Framework

Ayurveda Gurukulams operate within the national regulatory architecture for Indian Systems
of Medicine.

Population-based Distribution of Ayurveda Gurukulams

As prescribed under the applicable Gazette notification of the National Commission for
Indian System of Medicine, the number of Ayurveda Gurukulams in a State or Union Territory
shall be regulated in proportion to the population of the State or Union Territory.

For up to five crore population, one Ayurveda Gurukulam shall be permitted. For every
additional five crore population, an additional Ayurveda Gurukulam may be permitted, subject to
fulfilment of the prescribed academic, infrastructural, and regulatory norms.

4. Academic Framework
Pre-Ayurveda Programme (PAP)

The Pre-Ayurveda Programme (PAP) is a residential preparatory programme designed to
build a strong academic and cultural foundation for Ayurveda education prior to entry into
professional programmes such as BAMS.

The programme bridges school education and professional Ayurveda education by
strengthening Sanskrit proficiency, conceptual clarity, and discipline through Gurukula pedagogy.

5. Medium of Instruction and Pedagogy

. Sanskrit is the primary medium of instruction in Ayurveda Gurukulams

. Teaching—learning methods include oral instruction, memorisation, textual study,
guided discussion, and practical application

. Emphasis is placed on daily discipline, conduct, and residential engagement

Assessment methods are aligned with Gurukula pedagogy while conforming to prescribed
academic standards.

6. Admission and Intake Overview

Admissions to Ayurveda Gurukulams are regulated and conducted in accordance with
notified norms.

. Intake capacity is prescribed by the competent regulatory authority
. Admissions are based on merit through prescribed entrance examinations
. Residential participation is mandatory

Detailed eligibility criteria and admission procedures are notified separately.

As per the applicable regulatory provisions, the maximum intake capacity for each Ayurveda
Gurukulam shall be fifty (50) students in each academic year. Admissions shall be made strictly
within the approved intake capacity and in accordance with the norms and procedures notified by
the competent authorities from time to time.

Exit and Academic Equivalence

The Pre-Ayurveda Programme (PAP) is designed as a foundational, preparatory
programme within the Ayurveda Gurukulam framework. As per the notified structure, exit from
the Gurukulam system is permitted only upon successful completion of the Pre-Ayurveda
Programme.

The Pre-Ayurveda Programme is recognised as academically equivalent to the Senior
Secondary (Class XII) level for the limited purpose of eligibility for progression into
professional Ayurveda education, subject to the applicable regulations and norms notified by the
competent authorities from time to time.

No intermediate exit is permitted during the course of the Pre-Ayurveda Programme.
7. Affiliation with Central Sanskrit University

Affiliation with the Central Sanskrit University enables Ayurveda Gurukulams to function
within a recognised academic framework.

Affiliated Gurukulams benefit from:

. Academic recognition and credibility
. Integration with common entrance and examination systems
. Continuous academic guidance and monitoring

Affiliated institutions are required to adhere to academic, administrative, and infrastructural
norms as notified from time to time.

15. Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

1.  Whatis an Ayurveda Gurukulam?

An Ayurveda Gurukulam is a residential, tradition-oriented institution that imparts
foundational Ayurveda education through the Gurukula system, emphasising close Guru—Sisya
interaction, Sanskrit-based learning, disciplined living, and experiential training, in accordance
with prescribed regulatory norms.

2. Who can apply to establish an Ayurveda Gurukulam?

Eligible applicants include Trusts, Societies, Universities, or other bodies as permitted under
the applicable regulations. Central Government institutions are excluded. Applicants must fulfil
the academic, infrastructural, and regulatory requirements notified from time to time.

3. Is affiliation with the Central Sanskrit University mandatory?

Yes. Ayurveda Gurukulams are required to obtain affiliation with the Central Sanskrit
University for academic recognition, conduct of entrance examinations, academic monitoring, and
integration within the national Ayurveda education framework.

4.  How can applications for Ayurveda Gurukulam be submitted?

All applications for affiliation, continuation, extension, or other related matters shall be
submitted only through the designated online Ayurveda Gurukulam Affiliation Portal of the
Central Sanskrit University.

5.  Whatis the Pre-Ayurveda Programme (PAP)?

The Pre-Ayurveda Programme (PAP) is a residential, preparatory programme designed to
provide foundational training in Sanskrit, classical Ayurvedic concepts, discipline, and Gurukula
pedagogy, serving as a bridge to professional Ayurveda education.

6. Is exit permitted during the Pre-Ayurveda Programme?

No. Exit is permitted only upon successful completion of the Pre-Ayurveda Programme. No
intermediate exit is allowed during the course of the programme.

7.  Is the Pre-Ayurveda Programme equivalent to Class XII?

The Pre-Ayurveda Programme is recognised as academically equivalent to the Senior
Secondary (Class XII) level, solely for the purpose of eligibility for progression into professional
Ayurveda education, subject to applicable regulations. It does not confer a general school board
certificate.

8.  What s the intake capacity of an Ayurveda Gurukulam?

The maximum intake capacity is fifty (50) students per academic year, as prescribed under
the applicable regulatory framework. Admissions must be made strictly within the approved intake
capacity.

9. Is there a population-based limit on the number of Ayurveda Gurukulams?

Yes. As prescribed in the NCISM Gazette notification, the number of Ayurveda Gurukulams
in a State or Union Territory shall be regulated in proportion to population.

o For up to five crore population, one Ayurveda Gurukulam is permitted.
. For every additional five crore population, an additional Ayurveda Gurukulam may be
permitted, subject to fulfilment of prescribed norms and regulatory approval.

10. What is the medium of instruction in Ayurveda Gurukulams?

Sanskrit forms the primary academic medium for Ayurveda-oriented learning in the
Gurukula system. While classical texts and Gurukula pedagogy guide the teaching of Ayurveda
and related subjects, modern instructional methods shall be adopted for basic science and language
subjects in accordance with prescribed norms.

11. What fees are applicable for Ayurveda Gurukulams?

Fees are prescribed at different stages of the affiliation process, including application,
processing, first-time affiliation, and annual continuation. An indicative fee structure is provided
in this booklet. Detailed fees, conditions, and applicability are governed by official notifications
issued by the University from time to time.

12. Are the fees refundable?

Refund conditions, if any, are governed strictly by the applicable notifications of the Central
Sanskrit University. Applicants are advised to refer to the latest notified fee regulations before
submission.

13. Who conducts entrance and other examinations?

The Central Sanskrit University conducts the entrance examination, academic assessments,
and examinations for Ayurveda Gurukulams in accordance with notified norms.

14. Can the intake capacity or number of Gurukulams be increased in the future?

Any enhancement in intake capacity or number of Gurukulams shall be subject to regulatory
provisions, population norms, and notifications issued by the competent authorities from time to
time.

15. Where can institutions or applicants seek further assistance?
Applicants may seek assistance through:

1. The Ayurveda Gurukulam Affiliation Portal helpdesk
2. Notified contact details of the Central Sanskrit University
3. Official notifications and guidelines published by the University

Ordinance of Ayurveda Gurukulam of Central Sanskrit University, Delhi

Central Sanskrit University, Delhi
(Established by Act of Parliament)

Ordinance No. 44/2025: Rules and Procedures for granting Affiliation to the applicant
Institutions for affiliation of Central Sanskrit University for Ayurveda Gurukulam

Under Section 6. (/) . (xiii) and 29 of Central Sanskrit Universities Act, 2020

Whereas, The Central Sanskrit Universities Act, 2020 (herein after in this ordinance referred to
as the “said Act”) has been enacted by the Parliament for teaching and research in Sanskrit to
develop all-inclusive Sanskrit promotional activities and to provide for matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto.

AND

Whereas, it is prescribed vide section 5 of the said act, the Objects of the University shall be to
disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional, research and extension facilities
to the promotion of Sanskrit Language and such other branches of learning as it may deem fit; to
make special provisions for integrated courses in humanities, social sciences and science in its
educational programmes; to take appropriate measures for promoting innovations in teaching
learning process and interdisciplinary studies and research; to educate and train manpower for the
overall development, promotion, preservation and research in the field of Sanskrit and Sanskrit
traditional subjects.

AND

Whereas, subsection (/) of section 22 of the said Act provides that, the Academic Council shall
be the principal academic authority of the University and shall be responsible for regulating and
maintaining the standards of teaching, research and examinations in the University.

AND

Whereas, provision in the said Act, in section 6. (/) (xiii), empowers the CSU to grant
affiliation/recognition to the colleges and institutions by the University. As per procedures laid
down by an Ordinance under section 29 (/) of the said Act;

AND

Whereas it is expedient to make provisions for the affiliation of Ayurveda Gurukulams as
empowered under the Central Sanskrit Universities Act 2020 and also in accordance with the
National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Pre-Ayurveda- Programme for Bachelor of
Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery) Regulations, 2024, clause Chapter-I, 3.3,

ORDINANCE FOR AFFILIATION OF AYURVEDA GURUKULAM, 2025

L. Short Title, Application, and Commencement:

1. Short Title: This ordinance may be called the CSU - Affiliation for Ayurveda
Gurukulam.

2. Application: All applicants (trust or society or University, or any other body but does
not include central government) seeking affiliation for their Ayurveda Gurukulam may
apply in the prescribed application form

3. Commencement: It shall come into force from the date of its official notification.

II. Definitions: In this ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires -

1. “Act” means Central Sanskrit Universities Act, 2020.

2. “Affiliation”: Refers to the recognition, association, and admission of colleges to the
privileges of the Central Sanskrit University.

3. “Ayurveda Gurukulam” means a stand-alone residential Ayurveda Institution
offering a seven and half year degree programme in Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine
and Surgery, inclusive of two-year Pre- Ayurveda Programme.

4.  “Faculty” means the academic staff of Ayurveda Gurukulam.

5. “Institution” means Ayurveda Gurukulam.

6.  “NCISM” means National Commission for Indian System of Medicine.

7. “NCISM ACT” means National Commission for Indian System of Medicine Act,
2020.

8. “NCISM MSE 2022” means National Commission of Indian System of Medicine
(Minimum Standards of Undergraduate Ayurveda Education) Regulations — 2022.

9. “NCISM Regulations, 2024” means National Commission for Indian System of
Medicine (Pre-Ayurveda-Programme for Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and
Surgery) regulations, 2024.

10. “NCISM MESAR 2024” means National Commission for Indian System of Medicine
(Minimum Essential Standards, Assessment and Rating for Undergraduate Ayurveda
colleges and attached teaching hospitals) Regulations, 2024.

11. “NEET-PAP” means National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test for Pre-Ayurveda
Programme.

12.  “Registrar” means the Registrar of the CSU.

13. “Seven and half year Ayurveda — programme” means a residential graduation
programme of two years of Pre- Ayurveda, four and half years of Bachelor of
Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery and one year of compulsory rotatory internship and
having provision for admission to Undergraduate course after 10th class through
National Eligibility-cum — Entrance Test for Pre- Ayurveda.

14.  “Student” means an individual admitted to Ayurveda Gurukulam.

15.  “University” means the Central Sanskrit University, Delhi.

Note: Any definition not included here shall be as per the provisions contained in the CSUs
Act 2020 and NCISM regulations 2024.

Conditions and Procedures for First Time affiliation

a.

The Management of the applicant body (trust or society or University, or any other
body but does not include central government) seeking affiliation for Ayurveda
Gurukulam shall apply in prescribed format, along with prescribed fees by way of
Demand Draft / RTGS / NEFT to the Registrar, Central Sanskrit University, Delhi on
or before the last working day of October every year.

After the expiry of the last date for receipt of proposals, the application shall be
scrutinized by the scrutiny committee, constituted by the Vice Chancellor of CSU, as
per directions/regulations.

The University shall conduct a preliminary scrutiny of the application and, if found
satisfactory, issue a letter of intent within four weeks from the date of receipt of the
application, initiating an inspection within three months for physical verification of all
facilities.

As an interim step and after due scrutiny the committee shall submit its report to the
Academic Council.

The Academic Council shall consider such proposals along with report of the scrutiny
committee and thereafter may make recommendation for the feasibility inspection of
the said institution in view of verification of any doubts regarding any facilities,
infrastructure, including land and building of college or hospital, financial resources
etc. shown in the proposal.

After consideration of the recommendations of the Academic Council and the report
of the feasibility committee if any, by the Executive Council, the decision of the
Executive Council shall be forwarded with the application or proposal of the applicant
to the State Government on or before the last day of December of the year, with such
recommendations (duly supported by relevant reasons) as are deemed appropriate by
the Executive Council for issue of Essentiality Certificate or No Objection Certificate.
If the Essentiality certificate or No Objection Certificate or Government Resolution
from the State Government is not received by the end of the respective Academic year
then the management of the Institution concerned shall apply to the University with
the prescribed fees for restoration of the proposal for next year.

On the lapse of restoration period of the proposals for the period as prescribed by
procedure the Management concerned shall have to apply afresh with the prescribed
fees and required documents.

On receipt of No Objection Certificate or Essentiality Certificate from the State
Government, the Vice Chancellor of CSU shall appoint an Inspection committee to
inspect the mandatory requirements of the University as well as those mentioned in
NCISM Regulations, 2024.

The report of the Inspection Committee shall be placed before the Academic Council
for the consideration about issuance of Consent of Affiliation.

The Registrar shall place the recommendation of the Academic Council in respect of
granting proposed First Time Affiliation in the Executive Council meeting for
consideration of granting Consent of Affiliation to the Institution.

The Registrar shall communicate the decision of the Executive Council in respect of
granting such affiliation to the applicant Institution under intimation to the NCISM.
The Institutions who have received Consent of Affiliation for opening new Ayurveda
Gurukulam but could not obtain permission from the NCISM within one year from the
date of its issuance, shall apply for extension of the Consent of Affiliation, by paying
requisite prescribed fees by the University, from time to time, till the validity of
Essentiality or No Objection Certificate or Six Years from the date of

recommendation, whichever is earlier.

On receipt of the permission of NCISM and State Government, the Academic Council
of the University shall consider and recommend to grant First Time Affiliation to the
new Ayurveda Gurukulam after an inquiry made through the Inspection Committee,
the Academic Council shall also take into consideration the report of the said
committee and the extent to which the stipulated conditions in respect of First Time
Affiliation have been fulfilled by the Institution.

If the First Time Affiliation is granted, the Registrar shall communicate the decision
of the Executive Council to the applicant Management, the State Government, NCISM
and all the concerned authorities, along with the following details regarding: -

1. The subjects and course of study approved for affiliation.

2. Number of students to be admitted.

3. The conditions, if any, subject to the fulfilment of which the approval is granted.
If the affiliation is granted by the Executive Council, then, that Institution shall obtain
Continuation of Affiliation every year, from the Executive Council by paying requisite
fees prescribed by the University, from time to time.

The University shall have power to issue appropriate directives to the concerned
Institution in case of any dispute or discrepancy arises after granting of First time
Affiliation by offering opportunity of hearing to the concerned Institution.

The University shall have power to frame additional rules or procedures in this regard
in conformity with the above-mentioned provisions.

The University shall have power to amend, alter or repeal any provisions of this
ordinance, at any time, suo moto or on the recommendation of the appropriate authority
of the University.

VIILEligibility Criteria for First Time Affiliation:

The proposed institution seeking First Time affiliation must, at the time of university
inspection, meet the following criteria, or the higher standards as prescribed in NCISM
Regulations 2024.

After completion of two years of Pre-Ayurveda Programme, for the subsequent years
thereafter, the Institution must comply with the Minimum Essential Standards in terms
of Infrastructure, human resources, functionality and the like required for Ayurveda
Under Graduate Programme (Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery) shall be
as detailed for sixty student intake capacity in the NCISM MES 2022 and NCISM
MESAR 2024.

have the hospitals, OPDs, IPDs, number of beds, equipments, apparatus in
laboratories, libraries, sports ground, hostel facility for boys and girls and other
facilities as prescribed by NCISM in NCISM MES 2022 and NCISM MESAR 2024.
possess teaching, non-teaching and Para-medical staff as prescribed by NCISM in
NCISM MES 2022 and NCISM MESAR 2024.

have other facilities required as prescribed by NCISM in NCISM MES 2022 and
NCISM MESAR 2024.

provide adequate civic amenities such as water, electricity, ventilation, toilets,
sewerage, etc., in compliance with Central/State PWD standards;

have maintained accounts properly, at least for last three years and got it audited by
the Chartered Accountant and should maintain adequate bank balance to its credit and
has earmarked funds for the Institution.

possess a Central Library and Digital library as prescribed by NCISM in NCISM MES
2022 and NCISM MESAR 2024;

maintain record of patients, including indigent patients etc. in the hospital.

fulfil such other criteria as prescribed by NCISM in NCISM MES 2022 and NCISM
MESAR 2024.

equip laboratories with necessary apparatus as prescribed by the University/
Statutory/Regulatory body for each higher education programme;

provide a multi-purpose complex/auditorium and facilities for sports, canteen,
healthcare, separate common rooms, and separate hostels for boys and girls as per local
requirements determined by the University;

furnish appropriate furniture for lecture/seminar rooms, laboratories, library, faculty
rooms, administrative staff rooms including the principal’s office, multi-purpose
complex/auditorium, common rooms, and hostel rooms, and other facilities; if
available within the premises or attached to the Ayurveda Gurukulam.

have a duly constituted managing body as specified by the University or as per norms
of the state/central government.

3. Ifthe Ayurveda Gurukulam is not run by the State Government:

it must be managed by a duly constituted and registered Society or Trust.

it must demonstrate to the University that it has adequate financial provisions to
operate for at least three years without external aid. Specifically, it must provide
evidence of creating and maintaining a Corpus Fund in the name of the Ayurveda
Gurukulams through irrevocable Government Securities of Rs. 50 lakh or FDRs for
equivalent amounts jointly held by the college and the University for a minimum lock-
in period of three years. The interest accrued may be used by the college with prior
permission of University to enhance infrastructure facilities.

it must provide an undertaking to the University confirming adequate recurring income
from its own resources for continued and efficient functioning.

4. In exceptional cases, the Registered Society/Trust may be permitted to start the Ayurveda
Gurukulam in a readily available building for the first year of the programmes, provided
all other academic and administrative requirements are met under the NCISM MES 2022
and NCISM MESAR 2024 Regulations.

5. The Registered Society/Trust proposing the college shall execute a bond:

to comply with all provisions of the Act, the Statutes, and the Ordinances, Rules, and
Regulations of the University framed in this regard from time to time;

to follow the Rules, Regulations, and Guidelines of the Statutory/Regulatory bodies
1ssued from time to time;

to ensure that the number of teaching posts, the qualifications of teaching staff, and
their recruitment/promotion procedures as prescribed by the NCISM MES 2022 and
NCISM MESAR 2024, and conditions of service, shall be in accordance with the
Statutes / Ordinances / Regulations of the University/State Government/NCISM.

to ensure the provision of adequate instruction to students in the courses/programmes
of study undertaken by the Institution, maintaining the student-teacher ratio as per
NCISM norms;

to ensure that members of the teaching and non-teaching staff are regularly and fully
paid in the pay scales along with applicable allowances as prescribed by the NCISM
MES 2022 and NCISM MESAR 2024, as the case may be, from time to time;

to ensure that the appointment of members of the teaching and non-teaching staff is
made solely on considerations of merit based on qualifications and experience
prescribed for them, without demanding or accepting any donation or other
consideration;

to ensure that the college obtains the eligibility approval of the appointed teaching staff
from the University within three months of affiliation and reports all changes in the
teaching staff and all other changes that may affect the fulfilment of the conditions for
affiliation to the University within a fortnight of such changes coming into effect;

to ensure that all fees charged from students are as per the fee structure approved by
the University from time to time.

to ensure that the Institution does not collect any capitation fee or donation in any form
amounting to corrupt practices from or on behalf of any of its students or their
parents/guardians, except the prescribed fee and other charges as approved by the
University;

to ensure that no student is admitted to any programme of study by the Institution in
anticipation of the grant of affiliation or more than the number of seats sanctioned per
programme of study by the University;

to ensure that the college does not, without the prior permission of the University,
suspend an already approved course/programme of study;

to ensure that the academic and welfare activities of students belonging to the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, and other disadvantaged groups, including
minorities, wherever applicable, are properly taken care of by the Institute;

to ensure that all registers and records, including audited statements of accounts, as
required to be maintained under the Regulations/Orders of the
NCISM/University/Government, are maintained and made available as and when
required for inspection.

to ensure that the college furnishes all such returns and other information as the
NCISM/University/Government may require to enable it to monitor and assess the
performance of the Ayurveda Gurukulam regarding the maintenance of academic
standards and takes such action as the NCISM/University/Government may direct to
maintain the same.
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VIII. Procedure for granting First Time Affiliation:

Applications for establishing a new Ayurveda Gurukulam and seeking its affiliation
with the University may be submitted by State Government institutions or duly
Registered Societies/ Trusts.

If the applicant is a Society/Trust, it must be duly registered under the Registration of
Societies Act, the Trusts Act, or any other relevant Act of the Central/State
Government as on the date of submission of the application.

The Government/Society/Trust intending to establish an Ayurveda Gurukulam and
seeking its affiliation must apply within the stipulated timeframe to the CSU in the
prescribed format and accompanied by the prescribed fee.

Affidavit stating that the students shall be admitted strictly based on NEET-PAP
merit only through counselling (Central/State/UT as the case may be) and not
beyond the sanctioned student intake capacity specified by Medical Assessment
and Rating Board for NCISM.

Affidavit stating that the curriculum and syllabus, nomenclature of the course or
programme, infrastructure, facilities and human resources including student-
teacher ratio shall be maintained as per the specifications of the NCISM
specified in the concerned regulations.

Proof of Application fee and processing fee remitted.

Copy of Bank Transactions for the last three years of Official Bank account of
the Trust/Society/Institution.

A letter from the Competent Authority designated by the relevant Government
for the classification of land and its location as Metropolitan or other areas;
Appropriate order from the Government permitting the Society/Trust to establish
the Ayurveda Gurukulam, including details of the courses/programmes intended
to be offered;

Building Plan of the proposed college prepared by a registered Architect and
approved by the Competent Authority designated by the relevant Government;
Registered documents by the registered Society/Trust earmarking land and
buildings for the proposed college;

Details of the latest fund position, including photocopies of relevant bank
accounts and evidence of the Corpus Fund earmarked for the purpose.

(a) Background of the Society/Trust, including its experience in promoting,
managing, and operating educational institutions; details of its promoters,
including their background; its activities in social, charitable, and educational
spheres since its inception; and its Vision and Mission;

(b) Development plan for the college with a timeline, outlining its growth plan over
the first 10-year period in terms of phasing of academic programmes, increase
in student intake, and introduction of postgraduate programmes/research, and the
time schedule for stage-wise development of academic infrastructure, including
recruitment of faculty and other support facilities, such as student amenities,
hostels, sports, and recreational facilities etc;

(c)  Architectural master plan indicating the land use pattern, including provisions
for future expansion;

(d) Policy regarding faculty recruitment, retention, and development;

(e) Structure of academic and administrative governance;

(f)  Sources of financing for capital and operating expenditure, in addition to funds
generated through student fees;

(g) Resource projections and their utilization schedule.

Continuation of First Time Affiliation for Institution shall be granted by the University
on a year-to-year basis through the inspection process prescribed in these Regulations.
If the University declines to grant affiliation to an Institution on the ground of failure
to meet the conditions/requirements for affiliation, as duly recorded in writing, the
Institution may submit a fresh application if it subsequently fulfils the
conditions/requirements; however not be made earlier than six months from the date
of rejection of the previous application.

Withdrawal of Affiliation Privileges:
1.

The privileges conferred upon a Ayurveda Gurukulam by affiliation may be revoked,
either partially or entirely, suspended, or modified, if upon due investigation, the
Institute is found to have failed to comply with any provisions of the Act, Statutes,
Ordinances, Rules and Regulations, or any directives or instructions issued by the CSU
and UGC/Statutory/ Regulatory body concerned. Additionally, failure to observe any
conditions of affiliation or conduct detrimental to the academic and administrative
standards and interests of the University may also result in such actions.

If an affiliated Ayurveda Gurukulam cease operation, relocate, or transfer its
management to a different Society, Trust, individual, or group of individuals without
prior approval from the University, the affiliation granted to the college shall
automatically lapse. In such cases, the institution shall be treated as a new college for
future affiliation purposes. The University/Government shall bear the responsibility of
safeguarding the educational future of the affected students in an appropriate manner
as per its decision.

Without prejudice to the provisions of these Regulations, the University may, on its
own or on the basis of any complaint, information, or report from any credible source,
cause an enquiry into the functioning of any affiliated Ayurveda Gurukulam. After
giving the concerned institution a reasonable opportunity of being heard, the
University may pass an order prohibiting such institution from presenting students for
examinations in the specified course or programme of study, and may suspend or
withdraw its affiliation, either wholly or partially, as deemed appropriate. The decision
shall be duly recorded with reasons and communicated to the institution and other
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concerned authorities to ensure compliance and protection of students’ academic
interests.

4.  If the University decides to withdraw the affiliation of a college, or if the affiliation is
terminated by the University’s order, whether temporarily or permanently, such a
decision shall not affect the interests of the students enrolled at the time of the order.
These students shall be allowed to complete the normal duration of their programmes.
The University shall have the duty to ensure the educational future of the affected
students is appropriately addressed as per its decision.

X. MISCELLANEOUS

1.

Any disputes regarding the interpretation of this Ordinance shall be referred to
the Executive Council through Vice- Chancellor of the University. However, the
University may take assistance / advice of NCISM in addressing the disputes.
The application fee, inspection fee, continuation fee, restoration fee, or any other
charges connected with the process of affiliation shall be such as prescribed and
notified by the University from time to time, in accordance with the provisions
of this Ordinance and other applicable regulations.

The University reserves the rights to amend this Ordinance in accordance with
the provisions of CSU Act 2020 and Statutes thereunder.

Notwithstanding anything contained in this Ordinance, the Vice-Chancellor may
take such measures as may be necessary for removal of difficulties and to resolve
any other extraordinary issues. The Vice-Chancellor shall report the measures
taken to the Executive Council in its next meeting or as soon as possible.

All disputes arising under or in relation to this Ordinance shall fall within the
jurisdiction of the courts having jurisdiction at Delhi.

For the purpose of service of notices, summons, or other legal communications
in connection with matters under this Ordinance, the Registrar, Central Sanskrit
University, New Delhi shall be the authorized officer to receive such notices on
behalf of the University

F. No. BOA/3-B/PAP/2024.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-cluases (h), (i), (j) and
(zb) of section 55 of the National Commission for Indian System of Medicine Act, 2020, (14 of 2020) read
with regulation 9 of the National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (National Examination for
Indian System of Medicine) Regulations 2023, the Commission hereby makes the following regulations,
namely:-

CHAPTER-I
PRELIMANARY

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These regulations may be called the National Commission for Indian
System of Medicine (Pre-Ayurveda-Programme for Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery)
Regulations, 2024.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions.- (1) In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires, -

(a) “Act” means the National Commission for Indian System of Medicine Act, 2020 (14 of 2020);
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(b) “Seven and half years Ayurveda- Programme” means a residential graduation programme of two
years of Pre-Ayurveda, four and half years of Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery and one
year of compulsory rotatory internship and having provision for admission to under graduate course
after tenth class through National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test for Pre-Ayurveda.

(c) “Ayurveda Gurukulam” means a standalone residential Ayurveda institution or college along with the
teaching hospital for total seven and half years Degree Program of Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine
and Surgery along with two years Pre Ayurveda-Program;

(d) “Annexure” means an annexure annexed to these regulations;

(e) “Appendix” means an appendix appended to these regulations;

() “Institution” means the Ayurveda Gurukulam; and

(g) “NEET-PAP” means National Eligibility cum Entrance Test for Pre Ayurveda Programme.

(2) The words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in the Act shall have the same
meanings as respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. General considerations. - (1) Seven and half years Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery
program, to be conducted in the Ayurveda Gurukulam.

(2) The institution shall be called Ayurveda Gurukulam with a prefix or suffix as the management desires.
(3) All Ayurveda Gurukulams shall be affiliated to the Central Sanskrit University, Janakpuri, New Delhi.

(4) The number of such Ayurveda Gurukulams shall be in proportion to the population of the States or
Union territory. Administration for up to five-crore population, there shall be an another Ayurveda
Gurukulam in the States or Union territory Administration.

(5) The existing Ayurveda institutions and Ayurveda Gurukulam shall not be allowed to convert vice-
versa.

(6) Programmes offered in the Ayurveda Gurukulam shall be seven and half years Ayurveda
undergraduate programme (Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery) along with two years Pre
Ayurveda Program and only those courses that have been allowed by the Commission for Ayurveda
Gurukulam shall be allowed in the Ayurveda Gurukulam premises.

(7) (a) The Ayurveda Gurukulum shall install online systems such as Learning Management Systems;
Hospital Information Management System (compatible with Ayushman Bharat Health Account, Health
Professional Registry and Unique Health Identification number); Aadhaar Enabled Biometric
Attendance System or iris recognition or face recognition attendance system and the like as directed by
the Commission for marking attendance of Teaching staff, non-teaching staff, hospital staff and
Undergraduate students;

(b) Closed Circuit Television and any other systems as directed by the Commission from time to time,
shall be installed and shall be aligned or interface to the Central server as designated by the
Commission and shall provide real time data or relevant data to the Commission and its autonomous
Boards as required;

(c) the biometric attendance data shall be made available to the concerned regulatory body or the
Commission or the Autonomous Boards of the Commission on real time basis throughout the year
through any agency as assigned by the Commission

(8) The authentication of the patients shall be made through the Ayushman Bharat Health Account
number.

(9) All the constructions in the Ayurveda Gurukulam shall depict traditional Gurukulam and shall follow
green campus concepts.
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CHAPTER-II
MINIMUM ESSENTIAL STANDARDS FOR PRE-AYURVEDA PROGRAMME

4. Requirement of Land. - (1) The minimum requirement of land for an Ayurveda Gurukulam with fifty
intake capacity shall be as provided in Table-1

*Mega and Metro: Greater Mumbai, Delhi, Kolkata, Chennai, Bangalore, Hyderabad, Ahmedabad, Pune, Surat as per
census of India in force.

Note: -$ the following conditions need to be adhered for the land requirements;
a) The land required in Mega and Metro cities shall be calculated on the basis of required constructed area as
specified in these regulations and municipal corporation bye-laws.

b) The built-up area has to be approved by the concerned development authority as per the latest building bye-
laws (development controls) in that city.

c) A copy of certified building bye-laws of that city shall be made available by the applicant institution.

d) Copy of the approved plan from local statutory body and the completion plan along with completion
certificate from the same body shall also be provided.

e) The provisional occupancy certificate shall be considered only for three consecutive academic years;

f) there after only afore- mentioned completion certificate and completion plan shall be considered for renewal
of permission.

(2) The land shall not be in more than two plots and the radial distance between the two plots shall not
exceed five kilometers.

(3) The two plots separated by the road or canal or rivulet but connected with a bridge shall be treated as
one piece of land.

(4) In case of two campuses, teaching hospital and intern’s hostel shall be in the same campus.

(5) The land shall be owned by the applicant or on lease in the name of the applicant, for a period not less
than thirty years and the renewal shall be required on the expiry of the lease agreement.

5. The Ayurveda Gurukulam shall consist of:
(a) Prashasana Mandala (Administrative Block);
(b) Adhyayana Adhyapana Mandala (Academic Block);
(c) Chikitsa and Swasthya Mandala (Teaching Hospital Block);
(d) Nivasa Mandala (Residential Complex);
(e) Goushala (cow barn): optional.

6. Prashasana Mandala (Administrative Block). - (1) The minimum requirement of constructed area for
various units of Prashasana Mandala shall be as provided in Table-2.

(2) The Prashasan Mandala shall be common for all the programs of Ayurveda Gurukulam.

7. Adhyayana Adhyapana Mandala (Academic Block).- (1) There shall be an independent academic  block
having minimum of one thousand square meters area for first two years (Pre-Ayurveda) teaching of seven
and half years undergraduate course which includes:

(2) (a) five independent teaching departments for first two years course that is Department of languages
and Darshanas including language laboratory (25+100 square meters), Department of Physics
including physics laboratory (Twenty five + Hundred square meters), Department of Chemistry
including Chemistry laboratory (Twenty five + Hundred square meters), Department of Mathematics
(Twenty five square meters) and Department of Biology including biology laboratory (Twenty five +
Hundred meters) shall be available. The Minimum Essential instruments and equipment for Physics,
Chemistry and Biology shall be as specified by CBSE.

(b) Department of languages and Darshanas shall includes Sanskrit, English and Darshanas,
introduction to Ayurveda.

(3) (a) There shall be two classrooms for first and second year of seven and half years of undergraduate
program with seating capacity of sixty students each;

(b) Two discussion rooms with seating capacity of thirty students each.

(4) There shall be a library (Central and Digital) which is in addition to the specified in the National
Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Minimum Essential Standards, Assessment and Rating
for Undergraduate Ayurveda Colleges and Attached Teaching Hospitals) Regulations, 2024, there shall
be additional space of sixty square meters and two thousand books of relevant titles of first two years
subjects.

(5) Minimum essential standards in terms of Infrastructure, human resources, functionality and the like
required for Ayurveda undergraduate program (Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine and surgery) shall be
as detailed for sixty student intake capacity in the National Commission for Indian System of
Medicine (Minimum essential standards, assessment and rating for undergraduate Ayurveda colleges
and attached teaching hospitals) Regulations, 2024.

8. Chikitsa and Swasthya Mandala (Teaching Hospital Block)- The Minimum Essential Standards in terms
of Infrastructure, human resources, functionality and the like shall be as detailed for sixty student intake
capacity in the National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Minimum Essential Standards,
Assessment and Rating for Undergraduate Ayurveda Colleges and Attached Teaching Hospitals)
Regulations, 2024.

9. Nivasa Mandala. - (1) Nivasa Mandala shall include,-

(a) boys hostel (Independent for first two years of seven and half years Bachelor of Ayurveda in Medicine
and Surgery course);

(b) girls Hostel (independent for first two years of seven and half years Bachelor of Ayurveda in Medicine
and Surgery course);
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(c) residential quarters for mentors, wardens;
(d) staff quarters (optional); and
(e) sharing accommodation in the hostel shall not be more than two persons per room.

(2) The hostels shall be well equipped with the necessary amenities such as toilets, mess, reading room,
recreational facility and the like and with proper security.

CHAPTER-III

MINIMUM STANDARDS OF EDUCATION FOR SEVEN AND HALF YEARS
UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMME

10. Purpose of Pre-Ayurveda program is, -

(1) to prepare the student to learn and understand Ayurveda, rooted in the relevant Bharateeya Shastras
and Sanskrit language;

(2) to prepare the student to study Ayurveda authentically from its classical sources and eventually to
become a holistic practitioner;

(3) to orient the student to imbibe the values of Indian culture and tradition through the Ayurveda
Gurukulam model of education and;

(4) to facilitate informal interaction between the Guru and Shishya as an important component of the
teaching-learning process.

11. Admission capacity. - The admission capacity for each Ayurveda Gurukulam shall be fifty seats for
every academic session.

12. Eligibility criteria for admission. - (1) The eligibility for admission into seven and half years
Programme for Bachelor of Ayurvedic Medicine Surgery shall be as under:

(a) the candidate shall have passed 10" standard in 10+2 pattern; or in 5+3+3+4 pattern from any
recognized Board including Sanskrit board of state or any equivalent recognized board;

(b) no candidate shall be admitted to this Program unless he has attained the age of fifteen years on or
before the 31% December of the year of his admission in the first year of the program.

(2) There shall be a uniform entrance examination in Sanskrit or any other language as specified by the
Commission from time to time for all Ayurveda Gurukulam for seven and half years Ayurveda
undergraduate Program namely, the National Eligibility-cum-entrance Test Pre-Ayurveda Programme
in each academic year and shall be conducted by an authority designated by the Commission, in order
to consider eligible for admission to Pre-Ayurveda Programme, it shall be necessary for a general
candidate to obtain minimum marks at fifty percent and at forty percent for the candidates belonging to
the Scheduled Caste, the Scheduled Tribes, the other Backward classes and candidate with disabilities
under the Rights of Person with disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016) in the National Eligibility cum
entrance Test Pre-Ayurveda for Pre-Ayurveda Programme held for the said academic year:

Provided that where sufficient number of candidates in the respective category (Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes) fail to secure minimum marks in the
National Eligibility-cum-entrance Test- Pre-Ayurveda Programme held for any academic year for
admission to Pre-Ayurveda Program, the Commission, may lower the minimum marks required
for admission to Pre-Ayurveda Program for candidates belonging to respective category and
marks so lowered shall be applicable for that academic year only.

(3) An all India common merit list of the eligible candidates shall be prepared on the basis of the marks
obtained in the National Eligibility-cum-entrance Test Pre-Ayurveda Programme and the candidates,
within the respective category shall be considered for admission to Pre-Ayurveda Program from the
said merit list only.
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(4) The reservation for the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, Other Backward Classes Category
and Person with Disabilities shall be as per the applicable law in force.

(5) Online counselling for admission in to Pre-Ayurveda Programme shall be as specified in the National
Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Minimum standards of Undergraduate Ayurveda
Education) Regulations, 2022, -

(i) all seats irrespective of category Central quota, State Quota or management or any other quota as
applicable except foreign nationals shall be admitted through online counselling only and direct
admission by any means other than above specified shall not be allowed;.

(ii) the institutions shall have to submit the list of students admitted in the format and time specified by
the Commission from time to time for verification;

(iii) Central Sanskrit University shall approve the admission of those candidates (except foreign
nationals) who have been allotted through Online Counselling;

(iv) no authority or institution shall admit any candidate to the seven and half years undergraduate
Ayurveda Programme in contravention of the criteria or procedure laid down in these regulations
in respect of admission and any admission made in contravention of the said criteria or procedure
shall be cancelled by the Commission forthwith;

(v) the authority or institution which grants admission to any student in contravention of the criteria or
procedure laid down in these regulations shall be liable for disciplinary action under the relevant
provisions of the Act;

(vi)any other equivalent qualification for foreign national candidates may be allowed and the
provisions under sub-regulation (2) of this regulation shall not be applicable to such candidates.

13. Duration of the Program: - The Program shall be of seven and half years duration including two
years of pre Ayurveda program.
14. Pre-Ayurveda Program Certificate.-
(1) The candidate shall be awarded Pre-Ayurveda Certificate on completion of duration of Pre-

Ayurveda Programme and after passing of all the subjects laid down in Table-3 for Pre-Ayurveda
Programme.

(2) Pre-Ayurveda Certificate shall be equivalent to 10+2 Certificate and Pre-Ayurveda qualified
candidates shall be eligible for those programs where the eligibility is 10+2 or its equivalent.

15. Medium of instruction. - The medium of instruction for the Program shall be Sanskrit or Hindi or
English or any recognized Indian regional languages in the 8" schedule to the constitution of India:

Provided that, if any Ayurveda Gurukulam is admitting students from different states or
international students, the medium of instruction shall be in Sanskrit or English.

16. Mentor. -(1) There shall be a mentor for each group of 25 students and the same mentor shall
continue for all the years of study in Ayurveda Gurukulam, if the mentor and student are not
compatible with each other, then a fair chance shall be given to the student to change the mentor.

(2) The mentor shall be a teacher of any subject, preferably with knowledge in Sanskrit with integrity
and dedication to teaching.

(3) He or she shall be responsible for the overall development of students.
(4) He or she shall stay in the residential campus of the Ayurveda Gurukulam.
(5) The mentor shall not be a warden of the student's hostel.

(6) He or she shall be aware of adolescent psychology, Prakriti (sharirika and manasika) and human
behavior.

17. Pattern of study. - (1) This Program shall consist of main subjects and electives and the ratio of
lecture to non-lecture hours shall be around 1:2 and the Ayurveda Gurukulam may offer different
skill options for the students.

(2) The formal education shall include course curriculum as per competency-based syllabus developed
in accordance with the National Curriculum Framework based on the National Education Policy
2020.
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(3) Informal education shall include topics such as Parayanam (Recitation) of Sanskrit texts, skill-based
activities  like  sixty-four Kalas, Computer Programming, Medical Instrumentation,
Tadvidyasambhasha, Mathematical Thinking, Life Skills and the like.

Explanation.- For the purposes of these regulation the expression “Lectures” means Didactic
teaching that is classroom teaching and the expression “Non-lectures” includes Practical or
Demonstrative teaching and the Demonstrative teaching includes Small group teaching or Tutorials
or Seminars or Symposiums or Assignments or Role play or Laboratory training or Field visits or
Skill lab training or Problem based learning or Evidence based learning, etc. as per the requirement
of the subject and in Non-lectures, the Practical part shall be seventy percent including recitation and
demonstrative teaching shall be thirty per cent.

(4) There shall be minimum of one hour each for library and physical education per week and one hour
of recreation including expression of talent and extra-curricular activities per month in the regular
time table of all batches.

(5) Subjects as specified in Table-3 shall be taught during first and second year of seven and half years
of Ayurveda undergraduate program, in addition to the subjects specified in Table-3, students of first
two years shall also qualify five online elective courses during the first two years of course and apart
from five mandatory electives, students have freedom to qualify as many numbers of additional
electives, however, marks weightage shall be given only for five electives.

(6) A separate online certificate shall be issued for each elective.

18. Examination. - (1) Assessment of students shall be in the form of formative and summative
assessments as under:

(a) Students shall be assessed periodically to assess their performance in the class, to determine the
understanding of program material and their learning outcome in the following manner, namely:

(i) Periodical assessment shall be carried out at the end of teaching of a topic or module or a particular
portion of syllabus and the evaluation methods as per the following Table-5 may be adopted,

Term Test) for fifty per cent. of the syllabus and at twelve months (Second Term Test) for the
remaining fifty per cent. of the syllabus in the first year of the Program and in the second year,
there shall be an internal assessment at the end of six months (Third Term Test) for fifty per cent.
of the second-year syllabus.

(b) At the end of Second Year, University Examination shall be conducted for entire syllabus of the
two years Program.

(i) the second-year examination shall ordinarily be held and completed by the end of Second year

(c) Evaluation of electives. - (i) electives shall be evaluated in terms of attendance and assessment and on
the basis of evaluation, the student shall be awarded credits as well as grades;

(i1) one credit shall be awarded for attending minimum five hours of a module and the student can earn
maximum five credits for each elective;

(ii1) weightage of two marks for each credit and a maximum of ten marks shall be awarded for each
elective; and

(iv) these elective marks shall be added to the viva-voce marks of respective subjects.

(v) online assessment shall be carried out at the end of each module. Average of five modular assessments
shall be considered for grading, that is up to 25 per cent. Bronze; 26-50 per cent. Silver;51-75 per cent.
Gold; 76 percent and above platinum.

(d) The students shall be declared pass on obtaining minimum 50 per cent. of marks in theory and practical
separately.

(1) A candidate obtaining 65 per cent. and above marks shall be awarded first class in the subject and
seventy five percent and above marks shall be awarded distinction in the subject.

(i1) The award of class and distinction shall not be applicable for supplementary examinations.

(ii1) Each student shall be required to maintain minimum seventy five percent attendance in each subject

in theory (lecture hours) practical (non-lecture hours) separately for appearing in examination

(iv) If a student fails to appear in the regular examination for cognitive reasons, he may appear in the
supplementary examination as a regular student, and his non-appearance in the regular examination
shall not be treated as an attempt.

19. Academic Calendar.- The University shall prepare academic calendar of that particular batch in

accordance with the template of tentative academic calendar laid down in in Table-7 and the same
shall be circulated to students and hosted in respective websites and followed accordingly.

Notel: Institutions or Colleges established in Extreme Weather Conditions may adjust the vacation as
required by maintaining the stipulated hours of teaching. However, the structure of academic
calendar shall not be altered.

Note 2: Sunday will be a holiday. All other holidays as per state rules, shall apply to the Ayurveda
Gurukulam. The long vacations, such as summer vacations and diwali vacations, may be decided as
per the University rules. There shall not be any preparatory leave for the examinations.

20. Migration of student during the study. - Students may be allowed to take migration from one Ayurveda
Gurukulam to another against vacant seats with the mutual consent of both Ayurveda Gurukulams
with prior intimation to the University and no migration shall be allowed from the Ayurveda
Gurukulam to regular Ayurveda institutes and vice-versa.

21. Tuition Fee. - (1) Tuition fee for the Ayurveda Gurukulam students shall not exceed the fee fixed by
the fee fixation committee of the University in consultation with the Commission.

(2) No tuition fee shall be charged for extended duration of study in case of failing in examinations or by
any other reasons.

22. (1) The qualification and number of required teaching staff for Pre-Ayurveda Program shall be as per
Table-8.

Note- Out of two teachers at least one teacher shall be of higher faculty that is Professor or Associate
Professor or Reader.

(2) Qualification for Yoga instructor (full time) shall be minimum graduate degree in Yoga and no teacher
code shall be required for the post of instructor.

(3) The qualifications and experience for teaching staff shall be as follows:-

(a) For the post of Professor: Ten years of teaching experience as regular teacher in the concerned
subject or five years teaching experience as Associate Professor (Reader) on regular basis in the
concerned subject.

(b) For the post of Associate Professor: Five years of teaching experience as regular teacher in the
concerned subject.

(c) For the post of Assistant Professor: No teaching experience shall be required.

(d) Qualification and Experience for the Post of Head of the Institution: (i) the qualification for the post
of Head of the Institution (Principal or Dean or Director as the case may be) shall be the post-
graduate degree (Master in Doctorate or Master in Surgery) in Ayurveda system;

(ii) experience for the post of Head of the Institution (Principal or Dean or Director as the case may
be) shall be the same as specified for the post of Professor with minimum three years of
administrative experience as Vice Principal or Head of the Department or Deputy Medical
Superintendent or Medical Superintendent; and

(iii) the post-graduate degree in Master in Doctorate or Master in Surgery in Ayurveda who has
undergone training on Educational Administration conducted by the commission or specified by
the commission from time to time.

(e) shall have been qualified for the National Teachers Eligibility Test where ever applicable.

23. Salary. - (1) For the teacher of Government or Government aided Institution or Government Deemed
University, the salary and allowances including non-practicing allowance as applicable shall be paid to
the teacher at par with the norms laid down by the Central Government or University Grants
Commission or the State Government or Union territory administration as the case may be, and there
shall not be any discrepancy of salary structure between medical systems in India.

(2)For the teacher of self-financing college including Central Private deemed University or State Private
deemed university: -

(a) the minimum basic pay shall be as per the Table-9.

(b) this shall be the minimum prescribed salary and shall not be restrictive for higher salary structure;

(c) monthly salary shall be paid along with annual increment with respect to the year of experience to
the concerned cadre or post;

(d) the institute which is already paying higher salary structure shall continue with the same;

(e) corresponding pay structure as applicable shall be adopted as and when Central Pay Commission
revises pay scales.

(3) The Salary shall be credited to the salary account through bank transfer and necessary facilities to the

teacher such as, Provident Fund or Employees' State Insurance, etc. shall be provided by the college
and Income Tax deduction certificate such as Form-16 shall be issued by the college to the teacher as
per the extent of norms.

(4) The college shall issue appointment order and promotion order in which the details such as salary,

notice period for resignation and the like shall be clearly mentioned.

Age of superannuation of teacher. - The age of superannuation of teachers shall be as per the order of
the Central Government or State Government or Union territory Administration and the retired
teachers, fulfilling the eligibility norms of teachers may be re-employed up to the age of sixty-five
years as full-time teacher.

Unique teacher’s code. -(1) A unique teacher’s code for all eligible teachers, shall be allotted by the
Commission after their appointment in the college through an Online Teachers Management System
on application within seven working days from the date of joining and the Promotion or Relieving or
Transfer of Department of all such teachers shall be facilitated and monitored through the Online
Teachers Management System (OTMS).

(2) Institute and Teacher shall update profile in the Online Teachers Management System (OTMS) from

time to time with respect to promotion, department transfer, relieving and the like.

(3) The Commission shall have the power to withdraw or withheld the teacher’s code on ethical and

disciplinary grounds.

Attendance of teacher. - The teacher shall abide by the guidelines and mandates as laid down by the
Commission from time to time and shall have at least 75 per cent. of attendance during the working
days of every calendar year.

Development and Training of Faculty Member. - Once in every three years teachers shall undergo
training in Medical Education Technology (MET) or Quality Improvement Program (QIP) conducted
by the Commission or designated authority.

Appointment of examiner- No person other than regular or retired teacher with minimum five years of
teaching experience in the concerned subject shall be eligible examiner for theory valuation and
practical and viva voce examination and the maximum age limit of Examiner shall be sixty-five years.

Minimum Standards of Undergraduate Ayurveda Education Regulations-2022 and Minimum Essential
Standards, Assessment and Rating for Undergraduate Colleges and Attached Teaching Hospitals,
Regulations, 2024 shall be applicable as it is, except establishment of teaching hospital for the
remaining five and half years Ayurveda undergraduate course.
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CHAPTER-IV
ESTABLISHMENT OF NEW AYURVEDA GURUKULAM UNDER SECTION 29 OF THE ACT
30. Pre-requisites:

(1) Essentiality certificate from the respective State Governments in the prescribed format as per
Annexure-I.

(2) Consent of affiliation from affiliating university as per Annexure-II.
(3) Land documents duly certified by the competent authority.

(4) Building documents including building completion certificate, fire safety as the like, duly certified
by the competent authorities.

(5) All certifications required to start an Ayurveda hospital or of the existing hospital as the case may
be.

(6) At least entry level National Accreditation Board for Hospitals accreditation shall be essential for
every hospital.

(7) Clinical training facilities: (a) Ayurveda Gurukulam shall have either established functioning
Ayurveda hospital of at least two years old or shall establish the Ayurveda hospital in the following
manner;

(b) the applicant may start Ayurveda hospital along with the starting of the first batch of seven and half
years of Ayurveda undergraduate course at such a time and in such a way that the hospital shall
fulfill all norms as specified in National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Minimum
Essential Standards, Assessment and Rating for Undergraduate Ayurveda Colleges and Attached
Teaching Hospitals) Regulations, 2024.

(c) Start with Out Patient Department of Swasthya Rakshana, Kayachikitsa, Shalya Tantra, Shalakya
Tantra — Netra, Shalakya Tantra — KNM (Karna Nasa Mukha), Prasuti and StreeRoga,
Kaumarabhrutya, Panchakarma and Visha Chikitsa along with the minimum of twenty in-patient
beds attached with the operation theater, Labor room, Panchakarma therapy section, kriyakalpa
therapy section and physiotherapy;

(d) The hospital shall enhance the In-patient Department capacity gradually within two years to sixty in-
patient beds, having 50 per cent. of bed occupancy and daily attendance of minimum one hundred
twenty patients in out-patient department;

Explanation- The gradual increase in the infrastructure shall be in not more than four stages
which shall be supported by appropriate documents such as construction, purchase of instruments
or equipment, appointment of human resource, salary and other expenditure.

31. Procedure for Granting Permission to establish new Ayurveda Gurukulam.- (1) The last date for
submission of the applications for establishing new Ayurveda Gurukulam shall be announced and
displayed on the website of the Commission.

(2) Any applicant (trust or society or University or any other body but does not include central
Government) to establish Ayurveda Gurukulam fulfilling the pre-requisite and eligibility criteria laid
down in these regulations may submit the application online or offline, as per the instructions of
Medical Assessment and Rating Board, with all relevant and required documents to the President,
Medical Assessment and Rating Board for Indian System of Medicine as specified by Medical
Assessment and Rating Board for Indian System of Medicine.

(3) Fees shall be applicable as specified in Table-10.

(5) In case if the application fulfils the requisite criteria, the Medical Assessment and Rating Board for
Indian System of Medicine shall conduct visitation or inspection or assessment in the manner (online or
offline or hybrid mode) as laid down by Medical Assessment and Rating Board for Indian System of
Medicine from time to time.

(6) The process of application, issue of letter of intent, letter of permission, renewal of permission shall be
as detailed in National Commission for Indian System of Medicine (Minimum essential standards,
assessment and rating for undergraduate Ayurveda colleges and attached teaching hospitals)
Regulations, 2024.

(7) Once the letter of permission is issued to this program the renewal process shall continue until full
establishment of undergraduate program (Bachelors of Ayurvedic Medicine and Surgery).

(8) Any denial issued by Medical Assessment and Rating Board for Indian System of Medicine shall be
applicable for both the program that is Pre-Ayurveda and undergraduate Ayurveda program.
